Q: What can you tell readers about the companies that maintain our landscape? 

A:  TruGreen LandCare is a major player in the landscape maintenance business.  It has a presence in 22 states and maintains ap-

proximately 400 properties in Florida, 34 of which are in the Naples/Fort Myers area.   

Long-time residents may remember the name of the Michael Todd Landscape Company.  It was the original VW landscape main-
tenance provider, having been chosen by the DiVosta Corporation.  Upon turnover of our community by DiVosta in 1998, our 
new HOA decided to continue employing Michael Todd.  Several years later, that company was bought out by TruGreen Land-
Care.  In 2001, the Association entered into a five-year contract with TruGreen.  Our relationship with TruGreen has continued 
to this day. 

The HOA is currently in the second year of a three-year extension of the 2001 contract.  The extension contains several improve-
ments over the original contract.  Most notably was an agreement by TruGreen to provide a full-time property manager dedicated 
to VW.  During 2009, the last year of the current contract, a full review of our landscape needs and potential landscape providers 
will be undertaken.  The goal is to enter into a new contract that meets our landscape needs at the lowest possible expense. 

Landscape maintenance is the single largest expense to our community, consuming 34% of the yearly budget at $2,911,744.   

In 2007, TruGreen itself was purchased by Clayton, Dubiler and Rice, Inc., (CD&R), a large investment company.  The name 
TruGreen LandCare has been maintained, but the new corporate leadership made many organizational and upper level personnel 
changes.  These changes have no impact on the day-to-day maintenance of the VW landscape. 

You have probably noticed ChemLawn trucks and staff in VW as well as TruGreenõs.  TruGreen subcontracts with ChemLawn to 
provide and apply all herbicides, insecticides and lawn fertilizers that are required.  The cost of ChemLawnõs materials and services 

are included within the contractual agreement with TruGreen.                           The Landscape Committee  

From Your Town Manager:  There is still confusion among homeowners on what portions of the exterior home walls they are re-
sponsible for cleaning.  After careful review of the documents and consultation with the Associationõs Attorney, here is the answer to your 
question:   

Oakmont and Glenwood ownersñYou are responsible for the front, rear and right side of your home plus the Zero Lot Line Wall (Lot 
Perimeter Wall) that you face.  Under Maintenance in section 5.2 (A) of the Associations Documents it states: òMaintenance of the Lot Perime-
ter Wall shall be the obligation of the Owner of the Lot adjacent to the Lot Perimeter Wall.  Periodic cleaning of the exterior surface of the Lot 
Perimeter Wall to keep same free from unsightly mold and  mildew buildup and superficial repairs to the Wall shall  be the responsibility of the 
adjacent Lot Owner who shall have an easement over the real property of the adjacent Lot on which the Lot Perimeter Wall is located, in order 
to maintain and make superficial repairs to the Lot Perimeter Wall.  Structural repairs to the Lot Perimeter Wall shall be made by the Owner 
of the Lot upon which the Lot Perimeter Wall  is located.ó  Many have commented that this rule has no logic and the Documents should be 
amended to have each owner responsible for all four (4) walls of their home.  This option was investigated by your Board and we learned 
through our attorney, the Florida Statues would not allow us to make a change.  The  reason is that the Zero Lot Line easement (Perimeter 
Wall) was created as a result of building code requirements.  The owner of the home immediately adjacent to the Zero Line easement (Lot 
Perimeter Wall) was granted the exclusive right to use and maintain the real property within the Zero Line easement up to and including the 
Lot Perimeter Wall.  This is a vested right which cannot be removed by an amendment to the Documents.  From the Board and Managementõs 
point of view, we prefer each homeowner be considerate of their neighbor and clean all four(4) walls of their home.  However, if adjacent 
homeowner feels the Lot Perimeter Wall needs more frequent cleaning, then they have the right to clean it themselves. 

Windsor and Manor ownersñ You are responsible for the entire exterior perimeter wall of your home.  

Capri and Regent ownersñ You are responsible for the exterior wall that starts from the midpoint between the two windows in front, be-
hind the a/c unit and around to the back including the side of the privacy wall dividing you from your attached neighbor, plus your side of the 
party wall (wall separating Capri/Regent units from adjacent Capri/Regent units).  This is the wall you would face as you came out your front 
door. 

I know this still seems confusing, even after trying to put these issues into simple terms but, please feel free to stop by the Town Center Office 
anytime to speak to me directly.  Remember, it is each ownerõs responsibility to clean and maintain their property as well as follow the all rules 
and regulations as outlined in the Documents.  Unfortunately, there are some properties which still need work in these areas.   

Final thought:  All this discussion of wall cleaning responsibility and certain rules not being followed by some owners are just technicalities.  Looking at the 
bigger picture, I think your Board President, said it best at the Annual Meeting, òWhat makes a neighborhood; Caring Neighborsó.  If we just followed 
that motto, maybe these issues of who is not cleaning their wall or what rule is being broken would be less of an issue then they are today.  Thank you, Paul M.
