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We have received many recent inquires on the new ACC Planning Criteria List that 

was mailed to you.  Whatõs it for or, why do I need approval for that were some of 

the questions.  From Village Walkõs beginning, the Documents have always re-

quired homeowners to get ACC approval before they made any outside changes 

to their home.  Of course this was to protect VW curb appeal.  However, the Flori-

da Statue changed a few years back which took away the ACCõs power due to the 

way our documents were worded.  To correct this problem, we recently amended 

our documents to add back the required wording.  This process gave the ACC 

back its power, as we have always intended it to have, to review and approve all 

changes to the exterior.  

After the documents were amended re -establishing the ACCõs intended purpose, 

we decided to go ahead and put preset criteria into place as a guideline to follow 

in determining what could be approved. This criterion is what you received in the 

mail.  Most of the items on the list have always been a part of our criteria stand-

ards for many years now.  Some of the items were modified as well as new items 

added so Village Walk can evolve and improve as an association.  

Remember, all exterior changes have to have ACC approval. You can pick up an 

application in the Town Hall office and we are here to answer any questions you 

may have of the approval process.  

Everyone should have received a cable survey requesting information on their in-

ternet and other cable services.  So far 454 residents have turned in their survey! 

However, we still need 396 homes to respond.  It is very important that every 

home turn in the survey as this information is considered vital towards assisting 

us in the decision process prior to negotiating a new cable contract for Village 

Walk next year.  If you did not receive a survey, please see us at the Town Hall of-

fice.  

What is that floating in the lake?  Itõs Algae. The hot/humid weather in combina-

tion with a period of little or no rain caused the recent outbreak.  Our lake 

maintenance company is on top of the problem and has applied extra treatments 

to help combat the problem. Hopefully by the time you are reading this, we will 

have had some rain which will help break -up the treated allege and sink it to the 

bottom of the lake.  

Be a good neighbor and help keep Village Walk looking its best.  Take the time to 

inspect your home, including your roof, and clean as necessary.
