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Your Landscape Questions Answered

Q: Why are some dead shrubs and trees in homeowners yards replaced free of charge (by the Home
Owners Association), while others must be replaced at the homeowner’s expense?

>

: All shrubs and trees that were planted by the original developer are maintained and re-
placed as necessary by the HOA. In a few cases, due to the growth of the landscape over the
years, replacement of some shrubs or trees is not desirable. Our Landscaping Committee
working together with the Landscape Architect, Board liaison and the Town Manager make
decisions about whether to make replacements and if so with what type of shrub.

If you decide to add shrubs or trees to your yard, you must pay for the removal and replacement of

these new plants (remember you need ACC approval first). If you are not the original owner, you may

not be aware that prior owners may have added to the landscape of your yard. In this case too, the
omeowner is responsible for the cost of any removal and/or replacement of those shrubs that die.

However, all landscaping whether planted by the original developer, a former owner of your house or
by you are maintained by the Association.

It may also be available to download
from the VW Web site.

Several members of the Lakes Committee told of plans to address the erosion and appearance of the lakes. An engi-
neer's report listing erosion locations and solutions will be studied and recommendations will be made. Work should be-
gin soon.

Joni Dickens and Jean Nacht asked for more participation in the Village Walk Follies event and other upcoming activi-
ties. Joni asked for volunteers who own golf carts to carry people within Village Walk for the Christmas event. Anyone
wishing to drive his/her golf cart, please call Joni.
