Q: How often are the annual plants at the entrance to VW replaced and how are the varieties chosen? 

A:  The entrance median areas near the gatehouse are highly visible and colorful bedding plants in those areas can give a good first 

impression of our community. 

In the past, these plants were changed twice yearly.  That time span proved to be too long to maintain vigorous, showy growth.  
Now they are replaced three times yearly.  In addition to the entrance areas, this year two new annual beds have been estab-
lishedñone in front of LõOsteria and another smaller bed near the resort pool. 

Approximately 2,300 plants are required to complete one total makeover of all these areas.  Twelve thousand dollars ($12,000) is 
budgeted yearly for this amenity. 

Plant types selected must meet certain criteria:  they must bloom continuously for many months, be relatively disease and insect 
free, require minimal maintenance, grow to specific heights, and if for summer use, be able to tolerate high temperatures and hu-
midity.  In short, many varieties of annuals, especially some of the favorites from òup northó, are not suitable for our needs. 

In spite of considerable thought, occasionally a plant is chosen that does not meet expectations.  For example, you may have no-
ticed that in May a poor performing variety of yellow coleus was replaced.  All annuals come with a full warranty. 

As needed, the soil and planting beds are treated for insects, disease and weed control, and/or sterilized with a black plastic over-
lay. 

The current combinations of maroon and yellow coleus will be replaced during summer with crossandra (orange flower clusters) 
and they, in turn, will be replaced with begonias during the next cool season.

Trimming of all the palm trees throughout the community will be taking place throughout July and August. 

Have an idea for a change or improvement?  Let us know and weõll see what we can do. 

In past newsletters I have written articles about being a good neighbor by following the rules and keeping your home clean and kept up.  Unfor-
tunately, there are some homes that still need work.  I will be making a dedicated effort throughout the month of July to put a list together of 
which homes still need cleaning,  followed up by a violation letter sent to the owner.  However, it would be greatly appreciated if everyone 
took charge by inspecting their homes and taking the necessary cleaning actions.  And remember, we are here to help with advice and directions 
in getting this goal accomplished. 

Reminder of the Month ð Please be respectful of others when using the amenities.  The resort pool had to be closed two weekends in a row due to 
some user not being toilet trained.  And for those who play tennis, remember the court material must be cleaned from your shoes.  Please do 

not track it in the Gym and other Town Center facilities.

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Letõs Talk Trash:  7.12 General:  òNo rubbish, 

trash, garbage or other waste materials shall be kept 
or permitted to be visible from the street or ad-
joining Units or Common Areas.  Trash, gar-
bage and other waste shall be kept only in lidded en-
closed sanitary containers which shall be kept in clean and sanitary 
conditions and kept either in the Residential Unit or out of view 
from the street except when out for pick-up.  Garbage and trash 
shall not be put on the curb for pick-up prior to 6:00 pm 
the night before the scheduled pick-up.ó 

ACC:  Exterior Changes to your home must be 

approved prior to any work being performed.  
Need Help-Just ask.   ACC:  Architectural 
Control Committee ð meets every 2nd Tues-
day at 3:00pm upstairs at the Town Center.  

Please be sure to submit your application to the Office no 
later than Monday before 4:00 pm.  (You can download the 
application from the internet.)  **LANDSCAPING:  (Include a 

Plot of Survey showing location/dimensions and Landscaping Diagram to 

include identification of new plants to be installed) A $500 deposit 
may be required for substantial landscaping changes to 
cover debris removal and damage to any portion of the common 
areas to include irrigation, landscaped areas, utilities, sidewalks, 
and roads.  The deposit is refundable when the Town Manager 
confirms that the work is completed as approved and there has been 
no damage to common areas.  Include information on exist-
ing plantings in area where changes are to be made and why you 
want to make these changes.  No landscaping may encroach on 
neighboring properties or common areas.  Berms/mounds are not 
allowed; plantings must be incorporated into existing mulched 
beds.  Homeowners are responsible for notifying the Town Man-
ager prior to commencing any lot excavation in order to iden-
tify any irrigation or utility lines  in the path of the planned 
excavation.
