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YOUR LANDSCAPE QUESTIONS ANSWERED 

Question:    Why was the hibiscus shrub in my yard cut back recently? 

Answer:  Pruning is done for many reasons:  to maintain a desired size, to reshape, or as in our 
case, to remove damaged areas and reinvigorate aging shrubs. 

The decision to hard prune any perennial plant is not one that is made casually or with any pleasure.  
Pruning can make an already ungainly or unhealthy plant look even more so, since most of the re-
maining branches and foliage are removed.  Then, of course, there is a chance that a heavily pruned 
shrub may not even survive.   And if a plant does take well to a pruning, it will still be months before 
it becomes attractive. 

Most of the hibiscus in our community were planted by the original developer and are an average ten 
years old.  Our hibiscus are òmiddle aged,ó but they can live to twenty years with proper care.  The 
condition of our aging hibiscus has been monitored for the past several years.  During that time, a 
large number of dead, damaged, or diseased plants have been removed and replaced, yet the major-
ity of our hibiscus are still those aging original plants.  They number in the hundreds.  Most show 
varying degrees of problems.  It seems reasonable to first try a hard prune before replacing all of 
them. 

Some varieties of woody perennials do not take well to hard pruning.  Many simply die as a result.  
This, however, is not true of hibiscus.  Hibiscus are routinely given moderate prunings yearly to en-
courage new growth.  The outcome of a hard pruning is more difficult to predict.  So far, some of 
those that were pruned in April are growing many new branches.  Others have made minimal 
growth, and some have died. 

Money has been set aside in the shrub replacement account to remove hibiscus that do not respond 
positively. In late summer, most of those will be replaced.  Those that are clearly dead may be re-
placed sooner.  Certain plants may not be replaced, such as those that were planted very close or ac-
tually on top of electric, telephone, and cable television lines.  In such cases, where possible, a new 
shrub may be planted in the same general area. 

In the past few years, there has been hard pruning of ixora and viburnum hedges throughout the 
community.  In both cases, the hard trim has proven very successful.  These shrubs are now full and 
healthy.  Hopefully, the recent cut back of hibiscus will prove to be almost as successful.  If by Fall, 
you are unsatisfied with the condition of a hard pruned hibiscus that has not been replaced, please fill 
out a work order and your specific case will be evaluated. 

 

 

THE LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE 
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Ah. . .  Summer, 90 plus degree weather where you can loose 5 lbs in just a few minutes out-

side.  Why would anyone want to head north???  Anyway, work still has to be done outside 

in our quest to make Village Walk paradise.  Here is an update of what we have going on: 

Erosion Project ï We are still working on the washout areas behind the homes trying to find 

a method that works and that wonôt wash out during downpours of rain. 

Lake levels are starting to come up and with the addition of new planted littoral, plants in-

stalled along selected areas of the banks, our shore lines are shaping up. 

Landscaping ï   We are in full swing of replacing all dead material around homes that we 

have found or that has been reported.  Additionally, we are working on the following refur-

bishment projects: 

At the end of each lake finger, we are removing the old Eugenia hedge around the irriga-

tion pump walls and replacing them with Variegated Arbicola. 

At selected planting beds, at the cross roads of walkways and bridge entrances, we are 

replacing dead material with new plants and in some cases replacing the entire bed. 

We are removing the older Wert ferns at the entrance of the Post Office and in the park-

ing lots and replacing them with a much more attractive plant, Flax Lilies. 

High visibility areas that are bare are being targeted for palms and/or flowering trees. 

Other ideas are being discussed and planned for the future. 

 

Do not forget about our 2009 New Years Resolutions: 

Please do your part to keep Village Walk beautiful.  Keep your home/driveway clean 

throughout the year. 

Please be courteous and follow the posted speed limit.  Stop at the stop signs within the 

community.  Village Walk is a residential area where many people walk and ride their 

bikes.  Letôs keep everyone safe. 

Our lakes attract many varieties of birds and ducks.  However, please do not feed the 

wildlife as it causes unintended consequences, i.e., duck droppings/deposits on the side-

walks and damage to homes and lanais.  Enjoy their beauty but from afar. 

These resolutions help keep the good neighbor spirit going and Village Walk the envy of 

other associations.
