As Iõm typing this report, it is a degree index of 105 outside.  Summer weather is here in full force.  
However, work must go on. For those who escaped our lovely weather for milder temperatures up 
North, here is what we are working on: 

Landscaping 

We are in full swing of replacing dead plant material around homes and common areas.  Additionally, 
we are working on the following refurbishment projects: 

Beds at the corners of bridge-ends and along common area walkway are being re-faced with new 
and more colorful plants. 

Beds around the Town Hall are being spruced up with removal of some dead and overgrown plants, 
and new ones are being added. 

Selected beds between driveways that are overgrown and/or depleted are being redone with more 
manageable, colorful plants. 

We are still receiving calls from residents about changes in landscape procedures and why itõs being 
done the way Estate is doing it now.  Yes, this procedure is different from our former landscape com-
pany, but there  is a plan in place and we are asking for some patience to get the end result everyone 
wants.   Example, we are letting the bushes grow a little fuzzy, longer and bushy so they become 
healthy enough to be trimmed to the proper heights and angles.    This plan/procedure is to correct 
many prior years of improper trimming and pruning that has sucked the life out of many of our plants.   

We are aware of many sod issues/problems due to irrigation and other factors.  Plans are in place to 
correct these issues but it will take some time. 

Just as you do, I want our landscaping looking its best.  We are working very closely with Estate to 
make sure our goals are being achieved.  Letõs give Estate the opportunity to deliver what they have 
promised with some time and patience.   ~  Thanks ~

You should have received a cable survey in the mail by now.  In fact, 125 residents have already 
turned their surveys back in;  this survey of information is very important towards assisting us in 
the decisions process prior to negotiating a new cable contract for the community.  Please turn 
your completed survey into the Town Hall office.
