Q:  How are Village Walk landscape needs identified?                 

A:  As is often the case, the first and best sources of information about an issue are those closest to the problem.  If resi-

dents notice landscape deficiencies, whether on common or private property, and report them to the Town Managerõs 
office, a high-quality landscape can be more easily maintained.  If you see a diseased shrub or a dead tree, fill out a work 
order.  Work orders are available in the Village Office or online at www.villagewalkofnaples.com.  Each and every 
work order will receive a response. 

In addition to information provided by residents through the work order process, the Town Manager, TruGreen Super-
visor, TruGreen District Manager, the Board of Directors liaison, and Landscape Committee members meet twice 
monthly for landscape inspection tours to identify more needs.  Selected work orders that merit additional discussion 
are also considered at this time.  Each of these tours usually last two to three hours. 

In order to identify even more landscape concerns, a house-by-house evaluation is now being conducted.  This thorough 
inspection will cover every private property and each section of common area. 

As needed, outside experts are consulted on major landscape issues.  In the past year, both a certified arborist and a Co-
operative Extension agent have been called upon.  On several occasions, the newly available TruGreen landscape archi-
tect has also been on site. 

Maintaining any landscape is a never-ending challenge.  This is especially true of large communities like Village Walk 
where the landscape is aging.  Within the limits of the landscape budget, the Committee is committed to an ongoing 

maintenance and replacement policy so as to enhance our beautiful community.   The Landscape Committee

Hereõs an update on whatõs going on in the community: 

Erosion repairs are about half-way done with target of completion in about 4 to 5 weeks. 

Gym has been upgraded with some new equipment including two new flat panel HDTVõs. 

The fading/dying hedge that outlines the parking lot is in the process of being replaced. 

Vanderbilt Road construction is moving along.  However, paving is not planned for another 3 months.  We are working with 
construction to see if the transition from our driveway to Vanderbilt can be smoothed out and cleaned in the interim. 

We are working hard keeping everything looking its best.  If you have any suggestions or know of something specific that needs 
addressed, please let us know.   

Reminder of the Month ð As most of you are aware, Village Walk has Rules and Regulations and adheres to them.  Thank you!  
However, there are a select few who seem to have misplaced their copy.  It is very important that everyone follow the rules.  Itõs 
part of Association living which everyone agreed to when they moved into Village Walk.  For those who may have forgotten:  
Trucks, including vehicles with commercial markings are not allowed to be parked outside (exception would be a vendor visiting 
your home during the day making a service call).  Garage doors are only to be left open for entering or exiting of your vehicles or 
for temporary purposes when working outside.  All dogs and other pets must be on a leash at all times when outside.  Please be a 
good neighbor by following all the rules and help keep harmony within Village Walk.

bish, trash, garbage or other waste materials shall 
be kept or permitted to be visible from the 
street or adjoining Units or Common Ar-
eas.  Trash, garbage and other waste shall be kept 
only in lidded enclosed sanitary containers which shall be kept in 
clean and sanitary conditions and kept either in the Residential Unit 
or out of view from the street except when out for pick-up.  Gar-
bage and trash shall not be put on the curb for pick-up 
prior to 6:00 pm the night before the scheduled pick-up.ó 

ACC:  Exterior Changes to your home must be 

approved prior to any work being performed.  
Need Help-Just ask.   ACC:  Architectural 
Control Committee ð meets every 2nd Tues-
day at 3:00pm upstairs at the Town Center.  

Please be sure to submit your application to the Office no 
later than Monday before 4:00 pm.  (You can download the 
application from the internet.)  **LANDSCAPING:  (Include a 

Plot of Survey showing location/dimensions and Landscaping Diagram to 

include identification of new plants to be installed) A $500 deposit 
may be required for substantial landscaping changes to 
cover debris removal and damage to any portion of the common 
areas to include irrigation, landscaped areas, utilities, sidewalks, 
and roads.  The deposit is refundable when the Town Manager 
confirms that the work is completed as approved and there has been 
no damage to common areas.  Include information on exist-
ing plantings in area where changes are to be made and why you 
want to make these changes.  No landscaping may encroach on 
neighboring properties or common areas.  Berms/mounds are not 
allowed; plantings must be incorporated into existing mulched 
beds.  Homeowners are responsible for notifying the Town Man-
ager prior to commencing any lot excavation in order to iden-
tify any irrigation or utility lines  in the path of the planned 
excavation.
