Q:  What are some shrubs and trees that are not recommended for 
planting by VW homeowners and why are they not recommended? 

 

A:  Over the years, many of us have bought shrubs and trees, potted them up and enjoyed them out on our lanais.  Unfortunately, 

many of these plants outgrew their lanai homes and some homeowners planted them in their yards with unforeseen results.  To-
day, many planting beds in yards are overrun or out of esthetic balance due to such additional plantings.  Added shrubs often re-
quire more time for weeding and trimming and may, in the future, increase costs to the community for such maintenance. 

 

The following is a list of SOME of the trees and shrubs that are NOT approved by the Landscape Committee and the Architectural 
Control Committee for planting by homeowners:   fruit treesñbanana, citrus, and papaya because they attract rodents; Ficusñ
very fast grower with invasive roots; Norfolk Island Pineñgrows too tall; Areca Palmñrequires extensive pruning; Royal 
Palmñgrows too tall, is out of scale with homes; Washington Palmñgrows too fast, messy, falls easily in storms; Agave and 
other Cactusñdangerous thorns; Fernsñspread rampantly; Bougainvilleañgrows too fast and  big, and has dangerous 
thorns; White Bird of Paradise---(Orange Bird is OK)ñgrows too big; Helaconiañspreads rampantly; Purple 
Queenñspreads rampantly; Snake Plantñspreads rampantly. 

 

Color pictures of these non-recommended plants, as well as many others,--both recommended and not recommended--are avail-
able for homeownersõ information in the VW Shrub and Tree Guide.   This recently updated booklet is available for residents to 
borrow at the Village Office or on-line.  It contains a wealth of information related specifically to the VW landscape including data 
on about 100 shrubs and trees commonly found in VW.  It is a good reference to use in preparing to present a proposal to the 
ACC for those thinking about upgrading /adding to their yard landscape.

Town Managerõs Report:     Rye Grass was planted along the banks behind the homes of Andorra 

and Ventura facing Villagewalk Circle.  We got a good result with the banks now looking much better.  The 

Rye Grass, however, is a temporary fix as it will die off during the hot summer months.  We will leave the 

Rye Grass open as a possible option for all the banks next fall if the lake levels do not rise after the rainy 

season as we hope they do.  On a second note, bids have been received to repair the erosion problems.  We 

are in the process of comparing the bids, checking references and viewing previous work to make the best 

price value choice on a contractor.  Repairs hopefully will start by mid March. 

All Coconut Palms will be trimmed in the upcoming week to remove the Coconuts.  The plan going forward 

is to have all the Coconut Palms trimmed twice a year (Jan & Aug) to avoid future problems with coconuts 

falling. 

With season in full swing we have noticed larger lines of cars waiting to get through the gates on the guard 

side entrance.  I spoke with the guards and they have suggested homeowners calling ahead and pre-

registering their guests.  This saves the guardôs time of having to go through the process of calling your 

home to get approval, hence speeding up the line waiting. 

We are pre-planning with TruGreen a timeframe when there will be a hard cutback on a lot of the shrub-

bery and plants.  I just want to pre-warn you that hard cutbacks entail cutting the shrubs down in some 

cases by  half.  Please donôt think we killed your plants, rather this cut back is needed to promote healthier 

and fuller growth of the plants. 

Director, Pat Woodrick reported at  the Board Meeting, Feb. 21, 2008 a great safety tip for calling the Flor-

ida State Patrol for Emergencies, however, a correction is needed:  the correct number is *347.  By State 

law you are only obligated to stop for an unmarked car if both lights and siren are activated.   

Lastly, we have hired a new Activities Director.  Her name is Cindy Inman. We are excited to have her on 

our team.
