Grass is mowed to a height of between three and four i
fertilizes and treats for insects and disease problems four times yearly, but will respond to problems
scheduled applications upon receipt of a work order.

For most of the year, shrubs are trimmed and plant beds weeded every six weeks, but during the
plant growth is more rapid, shrubs will be trimmed more often as needed.

Shrubs are pruned or reshaped annually. You may have noticed the pruning and reshaping of the
which was cut back in March.
