Q:   What are some of the shrubs that VW residents should avoid planting? 

A:  The VW Homeowners Association maintains all landscape in our community, both on common ar-
eas and homeownersõ yards.  A large part of your quarterly assessment is spent for that purpose.  For 
that reason, no changes to the landscape in private yards are to be made without the approval of the 
Architectural Control Committee (ACC).  If you are considering changes, additions, or removals in 
your yard, contact the Town Managerõs office for the proper procedure to follow. 

When homeowners fail to consult the ACC, they may choose inappropriate shrubs or plant them in 
equally inappropriate locations.  By doing so, they may create future problems for both themselves and 
the HOA.  Bad choices may grow too big, produce fruits that attract rodents or have dangerous thorns.  
Some impede weeding and trimming of nearby plants or spread rampantly.  Others can block access 
for lawnmowers or upset the esthetic balance of the existing landscape, and thus negatively affect prop-
erty resale value.  Furthermore, the maintenance of unapproved plantings is becoming increasingly 
costly.  

Some unapproved shrubs  that are causing maintenance problems are ferns, snake plant, heliconia, oys-
ter plant, ficus tree, cactus, yucca, Mexican petunia, and bougainvillea.   A VW Homeownersõ Land-
scape Guide describes these and many additional trees and shrubs, both unacceptable and approved.  
This Guide is available in the Village Office for homeownersõ reference.   

In summary, a graceful potted fern makes a wonderful patio plant, but when it is replanted in the yard, 
it will take over an entire shrub bed!  Even after intensive and costly efforts of removal, ferns tend to 
grow back.  And that handsome potted ficus tree that was received as a gift can become a real problem 
too when it outgrows its indoor home.  None of our yards are large enough to accommodate a mature 
ficus tree.  They grow to 80 feet!  Unfortunately, when homeowners finally request removal of such 
trees, it is at their own expense.   While the Association does maintain all the landscape, both approved 
and unapproved,  it does not pay for the removal of unapproved trees.

Highlights of the September 18th Board of Directors Meeting  
 

A presentation was made by representatives of our noise barrier wall.  We have 

completed the survey (38 in favor of the wall, 1 opposed and one not located) 
and public involvement portions of the process.  The final barrier design will now 

be provided to the Design Build Firm for review and preparation of constructions 
plans.  The construction of the wall is scheduled for the summer of 2009.  

President Paul Feuer provided an update of the proposed county Storm Water In-

spection Ordinance.  With the support of many other communities and others as-

sociated with the county we have taken the lead in opposition to this proposed 
plan.  We are ready with a counter proposal if necessary.  

President Feuer reported on the Vanderbilt Beach Road median and roadside land-

scaping.  On 9/18 Paul Feuer, Mal MacDonald, Stu Wiles and our Town Manager, 
Paul Maddry along with Island Walk representatives met with Norman Feder, 

Transportation Administrator of the Collier County Department of Transportation 

and Jay Ahmad, Transportation Engineering Director.  We were told that land-
scaping for VBR is in the county landscaping plans.  However, there are no funds 

for landscaping at this time.  The meeting then centered around various ap-
proaches to obtain the landscaping.  

The Grandmaôs Closet program is discontinued.  This decision, after consultation 

with the HOA attorney, was based on legal implications and liability issues.
