YOUR LANDSCAPE QUESTIONS ANSWERED 

Question:  Have our trees and shrubs recovered from last winterôs damaging 
cold? 

Answer: The past winter was among the coldest on record.  Recall the sky-high 
heating bills you had to pay!  That cold also exacted a high price on our land-
scape. 

Most tree and shrub varieties planted by the Homeowners Association tolerated 
the cold, since over the years the planting of delicate varieties has been avoid-
ed.  However, the unprecedented cold did cause widespread damage to our Ixo-
ra shrubs and Coconut Palms.  Damage to these two widely used plants was 
common throughout southwest Florida.   

By mid-winter, our Ixora were totally defoliated.  Thick mats of dried leaves 
blanketed the beds where they grew.  Upper branches were dead and lower 
branches showed varied degrees of frost damage.  Since there are literally thou-
sands of Ixora growing in VW and since the damage was so severe, there was 
great concern about the possibility of having to replace them.  A decision was 
made to hard prune the Ixora and hope for the best.  In the past, hard pruning 
has been done successfully every few years to encourage new growth, but 
pruning has never been done before to such stressed plants.  With a tremen-
dous effort over six  weeks, all leaves were raked and branches cut back.  Ac-
cording to Estate Landscape, 255 large truckloads of dead plant material were 
carted away!  Then, many weeks of anxious waiting and inspections for new 
buds passed.  Happily, with the return of warm weather, most Ixora quickly re-
vived.  Now they are quite attractive, but will probably not bloom this year. 

Unfortunately, the condition of the Coconut Palms is an ongoing concern.  Their 
recovery has not been as quick as that of the Ixora.  A few died outright and 
were removed.  All the others continue to show new damage, even months after 
the passing of cold weather.  Typically, every few weeks, most trees have one or 
two outer fronds die and then hang from the tree.  This is due to cold-damaged 
tissue at the base of fronds that continues to die and eventually can no longer 
support the weight of the limb.  In spite of several rounds of removal of these un-
sightly dead branches, they will continue developing for months to come.  It will 
take at least the remainder of this growing season for Coconut Palms to recover 
fully.  In the meantime, your patience is appreciated.
